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Our Japanese course provides you 1-year study of Japanese. After finishing the
course you will be ready to enter course of Kaigo hukushi (naursing care and
welfare). After completing the Japanese language course, students will receive
two years of training at the Nursing Care Welfare course and pass the national
qualification as a care worker, which will enable them to obtain a “nursing care”
status of residence that will allow you to work in Japan.

During the first year of study at Japanese Language course, you study up to the
B2 level to solidify their Japanese language foundation. We will do our best to
support you so that you can live in Japan with peace of mind, with the clear

intention of working in Japan as a care worker in three years.

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1 year Japanese language course

This is a one-year course that prepares students to enter the Care Work Department
at Sawarabi Gakuen, where in one year they will learn the five skills of reading,
listening, speaking (presentation), speaking (exchange), and writing in a balanced
manner. In addition, students aim to pass the N3 level of the second JLPT in
December, and will study up to the N2 level when they enter the Department of
Specialized Studies. In addition to learning in the classroom, students also take part
in activities outside the classroom, such as inviting Japanese guests and going
outside. In addition, students learn about Japanese culture and customs. Students
also deepen their understanding of the nursing care field in preparation for higher
education. For students who have trouble keeping up with classes, supplementary
classes are offered in the afternoons.
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What to Learn

In the Department of Nursing and Social Work, students learn to fully understand
the feelings of elders and acquire the specialized knowledge necessary to support
their lives as they see fit. In addition to knowledge, students experience both the
caregiver's and the patient's perspective through a practical curriculum that
includes on-campus practical training in small groups and hands-on training at

facilities.
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What is Kaigo?

Japan is a country of longevity. It is facing an unprecedented aging of its
population. It is estimated that the number of elderly people with dementia will
reach approximately 7 million (about 1 in 5 people) by 2025.

The job of caregivers is to support the elderly, who are the most senior people in
their lives. Caregiving is also a job that looks at people, listening to and observing

what they want.
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Employment support

After two years of specialized training and passing the national qualification as a
caregiver, the next step is to find a job.

As a care professional, you will leave for the Sawarabi Group, which operates this
school, or for medical or social welfare corporations mainly in eastern Aichi
Prefecture.

We will carefully guide you in matching you with a job, interviewing, resume
writing, business manners, etc., and support you until you find a job.There are
also senior foreign caregivers at the place of employment who can give you
advice if you have any problems.
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About Toyokawa city, Aichi

Toyokawa City, where the school is located, is in the southeast of Aichi Prefecture.
With a population of approximately 180,000, it is a very comfortable place to live,
not as noisy as a city and not as inconvenient as the countryside. It is a place rich in
nature, with mountains to the north and the sea to the south. There are many
temples and shrines, including Toyokawa Inari, and a company that manufactures
the Shinkansen bullet train.
